Bibliography Citations

(MLA)


A bibliography is an important part of any research paper because it is the place where you give credit to the authors from whom you received your information. There are several different citation formats. Almost every department has its own citation format and you should be sure to learn and follow the format of your department. However, for the sake of this course I have provided some sample citation forms from the MLA format.

Book: (one author) 

Author's family name, first name. The name of the book. Place of publication: Name of

    Publisher, date of publication.

      ex:

 Hartman, Ann. The Political Presidency: Practice of Leadership from Kennedy Through

    Reagan. New York: Oxford UP, 1988.

A Chapter in a Book With Many Authors and an Editor(s):

Chapter's author's family name, first name. The name of the chapter. The name of the   

    book. Ed. Editor's first then family name. Edition number. Place of publication: Name 

    of Publisher, date of publication. Page numbers of chapter.

      ex:

Churchill, Winston, and Franklin D. Roosevelt. The complete Correspondence. War  

    Letters. Ed. M.W. Abrams et al. 3rd ed. New York: Norton Press Inc, 1979. 233-255.

Article in a Scholarly Journal:
Article's Author's family name, first name. The name of the article. Name of the journal

    Volume and issue number (date of publication) : page numbers.

      ex:

Spillers, Matthew J. Martin Luther King and the Style of the Black Sermon. The Black 

    Scholar 3.1 (1986) : 14-26.
